Revision of the Editorial Guidelines: Public Consultatio n

The Committee discussed therevi 60 06 80 OO O1 Editorial Guidelines and the plans
for the public consultation. The Chair had requested further discussion of some of the
issues that might arise during the consultation process.

The Committee had a wide-rangin g discussion on the context and background to the
O®1d yyoa Tyyyuiod duododoym oyyiuyand related language. The
Committee also discuss ed othe r high-profil e issues which might cause comment during
the consultation.

The Committee agre ed that th e revised Editorial Guidelin es and consultation document
should be submitted to the Boa rd for approval .



Emerging Editorial Risks and Issues

The Committee discussed current a nd upcoming editorial risks . These includ ed:
coverage of the run-up to the US Election, with particular regard to the coverage of the
Trump campaign; coverage of the wars in the Middle East and Ukraine; the gender
identity, abort ion and assisted dying deba tes. The Committee also discussed the new
make-up of the UK Parliament following the election  and the implications this had for
coverage.

Serious Editorial Breaches
5.2 The Committee noted three serious editorial breaches, whi ch had been escalated from

the Editorial Standards and Complaints Committee, and discussed the resulting actions
by management.

6.1 The Committee considered the Stage 2 comp laints repor t, noting that the Asserson
Report was being handled as a complaint a Stage 1b and a response would be issued
shortly.
